3:16-17).
God gave us the Bible so we can know the truth about God, the world, and
ourselves (Psalm 119:160).

God is omnipresent. That means that He is everywhere all of the time
(Psalm 139:7-8).

God is immutable. He never changes. He is the same yesterday, today and
forever (James 1:17).

By coming to Earth, Jesus helps us to better see who God is and what God
is like (John 1:18 and Colossians 1:15).

Jesus was fully human. He was just like you in every way except He did not
sin (Philippians 2:8 and John 1:14).

Jesus was fully God. He claimed to be God, and did things that only God
could do. Jesus is God (John 1:1).

Jesus lived a sinless life. Because of that He could pay for others’ sins,
rather than His own sin on the cross (1 Peter 2:21-22).

Jesus died a terrible death to pay sins’ price. God is satisfied with the
payment Jesus made (1 John 2:1-2).

Jesus rose from the dead. He rose proving that He has power over death (1
Corinthians 15:17 and John 10:18).
